Pavilion Rules

- Pavilions can be rented for private, reserve use. A cleaning deposit will be retained and, at check out with
suitable clean up complete, will be refunded. Pavilions that are not reserved may be used on a first-come,
first-served basis - you are responsible for removing your trash to a dumpster.

- Please do not overfill trash cans. Remove full liners and set to the side. Extra liners can be provided by
the office.

- Turn off all pavilion lights.

- Do not move picnic tables.

- No alcohol, profanity, ATV riding, gas powered golf carts, fireworks or car washing.

- Party decorations can be attached to pavilions only with permission from management and must be
cleaned up at departure.

- All fires in designated grill areas only. Firewood may be brought in or purchased on site at the office.

- No tree cutting inside the park. Do not drive nails into trees.

- Do not drive nails or use staples in the pavilion wood.

- No bicycle riding after dark

- No skateboards or roller skates in pavilions

- Park in designated areas only. Do not park on grass or pavilion.
- Dogs on leash please. Please keep your dog off of neighboring sites, keep your pet quiet, and clean up
after your pet.

Quiet Time: 11 pm - no one shall occupy a pavilion after this time
