-     Tent campers:  No more than one week at a time and no more than one tent per site
-     No alcohol, profanity, ATV riding, gas powered golf carts, fireworks or car washing
-     No bicycle riding after dark
-     No skateboards or roller skates in pavilions
-     Electric golf carts are to be driven by a licensed driver, or, underage drivers must be supervised by a licensed
      driver.  Head and tail lights required after dark.  Carry only seated passengers.  Golf carts must remain on
      designated paths and roads, not on grass areas, and drivers must obey one-way and speed limit signs.
-     No tree cutting inside the park.  Do not drive nails into trees.
-     All fires in designated areas only.  Firewood may be brought in or purchased on site at the office.
-     No clothes lines in the campground
-     Park in designated areas only.  Do not park on another site.  Guests may park in the swimming pool parking lot.
-     Dogs on leash please.  Please keep your dog off of neighboring sites, keep your pet quiet, and clean up after your
      pet.
